Third Annual Hill Country Film Festival Accepting Submissions

First Festival in Texas to Offer 3-D Film Category


AUSTIN, Texas (Sept. 19, 2011) – The Hill Country Film Festival (HCFF), a three day independent film event held in the heart of the Texas Hill Country, Fredericksburg, Texas, is now accepting film submissions for its third annual festival, April 26-29, 2012. 

Independent film makers from around the world are welcome to submit features, shorts, documentaries, animations, music videos, and new for the 2012 season, 3-D short films. Films can be submitted for consideration via the festival’s official site at www.hillcountryff.com or www.withoutabox.com (search “Hill Country Film Festival”). Early submission deadline is Dec. 2, 2011. Regular deadline is Feb. 2, 2012. Late deadline is March 2, 2012. Extended deadline is March 23, 2012. For submission costs, click here.

With the tremendous popularity in 3-D film, HCFF will offer festival goers and independent film lovers the opportunity to see this emerging art form as part of the festival’s 3-D Stereoscopic category. HCFF is the first film festival in Texas to offer this category and one of only a small number of festivals nationwide with the artistic foresight and technical infrastructure to support the 3-D medium. HCFF is teaming with Dimitris Athos, a seasoned 3-D programmer and producer based in New York who will screen a block of 3-D shorts.

“Since our inception in 2010, filmmakers, film buffs, industry professionals, and film lovers in general from around the world as well as locals to Fredericksburg descend upon this quaint, picturesque Texas Hill Country town to appreciate independent film,” said Chad Mathews, founder, HCFF. “Fredericksburg is the perfect setting for cultivating an annual world class ‘destination’ film festival. We’re excited about the 2012 season and look forward to seeing the film submittals.”

In 2011, HCFF screened nearly 50 independent films including both shorts and feature length pieces for an audience of more 350, three times more attendees than in 2010. The festival also hosted filmmaker Q&As, interviews, discussion panels, a filmmaker’s lounge, and festival parties. Film submissions derived from 11 countries including Italy, Germany, Spain, Russia, Hungary, United Kingdom, Australia, Canada, Brazil, France, and the United States. More than 25 percent of the submissions were films from Texas.
